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LA Animal Services Announces New Life-Saving Partnership 
 

Los Angeles – LA Animal Services is proud to announce a new, life-saving partnership with 

The Pet Staff, Southern California’s largest pet care company specializing in dog training.  

The owners, Michael Landa and Brett Montana, have hired John Van Olden, a dog trainer 

with 20 years of canine behavioral expertise, to lead their training division.   

Van Olden, a native of San Francisco, is currently in Los Angeles to instruct Pet Staff 

trainers in his hands-on training, The Pet Staff is providing pro bono services to L.A. Animal 

Services and trainers will spend the entire week of Aug. 20th-24th at the North Central 

Animal Care Center, donating 320 hours of training, focused on the Center’s worst behavior 

offenders, dogs who might otherwise be facing euthanasia.

They will be full-time dog 

trainers insuring that this is a career, not a part-time job.   The Pet Staff model assigns 

trainers, pet sitters and dog walkers by territory.  This matches clients to a pet professional 

that understands their neighborhood and is easily accessible.
